
 

2017 Advance Exam Information 
 
The Architects Register Admission Examination is a route to the Register of 
Architects for people in architectural practice who have not attained the 
required academic and professional qualifications.  Structured in three stages 
of assessment over one calendar year, this examination gives you an 
opportunity to demonstrate competence gained through experience.  
  
The ARAE Examination is accredited by the Royal Institute of the Architects of 
Ireland (RIAI). Once candidates have successfully completed all stages of the 
examination they are eligible to register to practice in Ireland.

Project. = €7,775.00
